The Community Safety Project will help to build the internal capacity of the Jane/Finch Community and Family Centre to better understand, address and enhance community safety. We are looking to hire two Community Animators for who are local residents to work with the Community Safety project to reach out to people in the Jane and Finch neighborhood, and work on sustaining the project in terms of raising funds for the trust fund.
Responsibilities:

· Engage residents in the community safety initiatives.
· Use different outreach methods such as flyer drops, information booths, one-on-one conversations to promote the various initiatives to a wide selection of residents from the Jane/Finch neighbourhood. 
· Work with local residents to design an action plan for the continuation of the Community Safety Project. 
· Plan and implement various fundraising events to promote the project and raise money for the project’s trust fund.

· Perform simple administrative tasks; such as logging hours, weekly stats, and report on weekly/monthly progress.
· Develop schedule with Community Safety Project Worker to meet weekly goals. 
· Attend various training sessions to develop skills.
· Attend monthly meetings with the Community Safety Advisory Team.
Skills and Requirements:

· Demonstrated ability to work effectively with diverse groups of people.
· Experience working with and/or an awareness of resident-led groups.
· Experience in fundraising and/or event coordination.

· Competence in English language; speaking, reading, and writing is required.
· Sound communication and interpersonal skills.
· Learning skills and ability to deliver skills learned.
· Planning and time management skills.
· Experience in coordinating community based projects/programs.
· Must be a resident of the Jane Finch neighbourhood.
· Must be familiar with the Jane Finch area and the population in the community.
· Experience in working with isolated and at risk residents within the community is preferred.
